Device Linking Steps
Cue-Do-Review

Instructional Sequence

Piece of paper

Graphic Organizer with 

embedded thinking supports

Can be used blank or 

partially completed
Captured in a mnemonic

Cue: prepares students to 

participate successfully

Do: involves Co-Construction 

between teacher & students

Review: shows students how 

to keep using the device as a 

learning tool

Actively engages students 

in the learning process
