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· Don’t forget to use the Word Mapping Notes sheet for each lesson.  Stop 2-3 times during the presentation of information to check in with students and make sure they are completing the notes sheets correctly.  A quick check might take place by asking students to turn to a neighbor and compare answers.  While students are doing this, the teacher can walk around the room to do a visual check of the notes sheet.  

· When doing the Isolate the Prefix Practice Sheets, the Separate the Suffix Practice Sheets and the Identifying Morphemes Practice Sheets for Lessons 1-3:

· Do Column A together as a whole group.  First, model several of the words while students watch, and then gradually pull the group in to help with the other words.   When you model, be sure to show kids how to effectively use the word part definitions lists by doing the following:

· Check to make sure you are using the right list. (Color-coding lists can be helpful.)

· Look at the initial letter of the word part and quickly scan to that alphabetical section of the list.

· If at first you don’t find a word part, include more letters in the part to see if you find something that fits.

· Keep the pace quick.  Guide the students through the identification process.  Stop to use the word part list only when the group can’t identify the prefix, suffix or morpheme.

· Do Column B in pairs.  Let students work with a partner to identify the prefixes, suffixes or morphemes.  They can refer to their word part lists when the partners can’t identify a prefix, suffix or root. Students can score their own work in Column B when they are finished.

· Do Column C as an independent activity.  Students do their own work and use the word part lists as they go.  Teacher will score this column and provide feedback to students.

· Don’t attempt all the practice sheets for one lesson in one day.  Spread it out.

· Create a Word Mapping Folder for each student where students will store their worksheets and their word part lists.  A two-pocket folder would allow students to put word lists on one side and their worksheets (as they complete the work) on the other side.  

· Directions for practice lesson start on Page 45 of the instructor’s manual.  The student worksheets for these lessons start on page 147.  You may want to separate the pages of your instructor’s manual and rearrange the order of the sheets, so you have all prefix sheets for teacher and student together in your binder.  Do the same for roots and also suffixes.

· Each practice lesson has some additional Word Mapping Activities that can be used to supplement the lesson if time is available.  

· The progress chart on page 120 can be used to record the scores of each quiz.  Create a Word Mapping Folder for each student, and place a progress sheet in each of the student folders.  Students can record their own scores on the progress chart after each quiz has been scored.  Mastery Level is 80% or above.  If the progress charts indicate that most of your students are not reaching that level on a particular quiz, take time to do some of the additional activities described in the teacher lesson sheets as additional practice.


· Look for vocabulary words in each unit that can be mapped.  Have students map the targeted words before or during the unit.       

· To conserve paper, place a copy of a blank word map (page 145 in the instructor’s manual – copied on both sides) in a sheet protector.  Have one of these available for each student.  When you want students to map a word (possibly as a warm-up at the beginning of class), have students do this with a dry erase marker on the word map in the sheet protector.  Do a quick check to see how students did, provide feedback, and then tell students to erase.  The sheet is ready to be used again for the next time you want students to map a word or words.

· Create word trees (see example on page 42 of the instructor’s manual) using word parts from your content area.  The tree can be built over time.

· Place a large poster-sized laminated word map in the room or create a word map on an available white board with tape.  Use the poster or the white board to model mapping a word for the large group.  Erase when done; it’s ready to be used again next time.     


· Create a Word Mapping Folder for each student.  Each folder should contain a copy of the Word Mapping steps, the Word Part Lists, a Progress Chart and a copy of a blank word map.  Additional items can be added to the folder as students work their way through the strategy.

· Color-code the word part lists, so students can quickly refer to the right list.  You can use different colored paper or use different colors to highlight the titles of each page.
· www.etymonline.com can be used as a resource to check for word parts in specific words.
