What is Strategic Tutoring?
Usually a one-to-one process in which a skilled, trained tutor helps students:

· Complete and understand immediate assignments,

· Learn the strategies they need to complete similar tasks independently in the future,

while applying the Four Phases of Strategic Tutoring
Four Phases of Strategic Tutoring

· Assessing student’s approach

· Co-constructing/Constructing a new strategy

· Teaching application of the new strategy

· Planning for transferring and generalization

SO WHAT? 
Is Strategic Tutoring Effective?
· Research Studies 

· Increased achievement test scores

· Increased Strategy/Skill Knowledge

· Increased independence

· GPA similar to traditional tutoring

· GPA only increased when teachers and parents teamed with youth and tutor
Performance in Tutored Class
Outcomes for Students
· Students complete assignments and prepare for tests

· Students become ‘good information processors’

· The student and tutor create a supportive relationship

 For Students to Reach Those Outcomes
Tutors must:

· Work consistently with the same student

· Have a large number of strategies to teach

· Communicate with the teacher about the important content

· Know that the approach & strategy are an equal outcome to assignment completion

The Assessing Phase
During this Phase, the Tutor:
1. Asks about the assignment

2. Determines the student’s current strategy

3. Reviews previous performance on  similar assignments

4.  Asks if the current strategy works

5.  Provides reasons for learning a new  strategy.
6.  Gains the student’s commitment

7.  Makes a commitment to the student

8.  Thinks about known strategies for  the task at hand.

9. Decides which strategy procedure to follow: (Weaving or Building)

The Constructing Phase
Weaving Procedure
If the tutor knows a strategy:

1. List the steps of student’s strategy

2. Remind student about effectiveness of their strategy

3. Add steps

4. Refine steps

5. Have student lists steps on card

6. Compare new to previous strategy


The Teaching Phase
The Tutor:
1. MODELS the strategy

2. CHECKS student understanding

3.  SUPPORTS student practice

The Teaching Phase
MODELING
1. Explains student’s role

2.  Model all of the steps for student while thinking ‘out loud’
3.  Involve the student during modeling

Checking Student Understanding

1. Ask student to name steps

2. Ask student to name the benefits of the strategy

3.  Ask if student wants to modify the strategy

Supporting Student Practice

1. Cue student to use strategy

2. Ask student to compare current & previous performance

3. Guide student through assignment completion

4. Provide positive & corrective feedback

5. Fade support over time

The Transferring Phase
The tutor:

· Celebrates mastery with student

· Asks student to compare current & pre-strategy performance

· Helps student develop a plan for using the strategy in other settings

· Follows up on student strategy use

· Provides feedback if necessary

Develop a Plan to Use in Other Settings 

Identify:

· Specific classes or other places

· Specific assignments & due dates

· Dates and times to work on assignments

· Dates to review results of strategy usage

Critical Features of Strategies
· Relates directly to assignment

· Useful for many academic tasks

· Is practical & easy to use

· Comprised of logical sequence of steps

· Steps begin with a verb

· Easy to remember

· 7 < steps

· Has a memory device

· Produces positive outcomes

The Constructing Phase
Building Procedure
If the tutor does not know a strategy, with the student they should:

· Begin working on assignment

· Analyze what student is doing

· List student’s steps

· Refine steps together

· Have student lists steps on card

· Compare new strategy to old strategy
