· High School Content Area reading

· Expanded to grades four through twelve 
	FOCUS

· Struggling Learners & ESE Students

· Appropriate for primary though post secondary students



	DESIGN

· Teaches students specific strategies for 

           improved reading comprehension

· Methodology intended for content area reading


	DESIGN

· Teaches students ‘how ‘ to learn, think, and act when planning, executing & evaluating performance on a task & its outcomes in the areas of Academic, Social, Executive, & Motivation 



	TEACHER PRESENTATION

· Whole-group class presentation
· Teacher bases strategies & use on student  test scores


	TEACHER PRESENTATION

· Explicit direct instruction 

· Teacher determines intervention strategy based on student content scores

	ASSESSMENT








· Informal assessment of reading comprehension

· Teacher made tests


	ASSESSMENT

· Teacher reflection
· Pre & post tests and ongoing progress charts such as reflection, paper & pencil tests, journal writing & teacher-made tests
· Teacher monitors generalization




	MATERIALS 

· Subject-area content text for students [student textbooks]

· Teacher Manual

· Complex – broken down to meet student needs & appropriate intervention




Based on the analysis of CRISS & SIM, the ultimate difference is that SIM uses explicit direct instruction delivery of the eight instructional stages.    SIM is more complex in teaching of the strategy because it breaks it down into simple, progressive steps for student understanding and learning. This methodology is effective for meeting diverse student needs & serving as an intervention to close the achievement gap.  Whereas, CRISS offers students reading strategies at grade level within the subject-area content class. Therefore, CRISS is more general than explicit in teacher presentation. 

The bridge between CRISS and SIM is the Strategic Instruction Model’s Content Enhancement.
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
