Available from Scholastic since 1999, 5 major components are addressed: Instructional reading, Modeled reading, Independent reading, Teacher-directed instruction, and Assessment.

The Instructional Model

Whole-Group Instruction
The teacher begins the day by providing direct instruction in word analysis, systematic vocabulary development, and reading comprehension.

Small-Group Direct Instruction
The students receive diagnostically informed instruction in a small group where individual needs can be met in 3 small-group rotations

READ 180 Software

Students use the software independently to provide them with intensive, individualized skills practice.

Reading and Writing Skills Practice

Students read the READ 180 Paperbacks and Audiobooks independently.

Whole-Group Direct Instruction

The teacher ends the period with instruction writing and written and oral English language conventions.

Council of Great City Schools – Atlanta, Boston, Columbus, Dallas, Houston, Miami-Dade, San Francisco

Design: Randomized control group, pretest-posttest design (attempted)

Each district recruited 2 middle schools and each middle school established two experimental classrooms (120 students) with four classes of 15 students in each. Students at schools were ranked by reading ability and the lowest 320 randomly assigned to treatment or control group with a backup group of 80 to serve when attrition occurred. No students included in READ 180 if grade equivalent lower than 1.5.  Stanford 9 administered a common metric for reading achievement.  None of the 7 school districts followed through with the original research design.

	What type of reporting and assessment does READ 180 offer?
     The Scholastic Management Suite is used to provide continuous assessment, feedback and detailed reporting. Included: the Scholastic Reading Inventory (SRI) tests, READ 180 curriculum, and Scholastic Reading Counts! Student's are placed into a READ 180 Reading Level by the software and/or teacher based on the student's initial Lexile score. Grading student performance

What are the SRI tests and the Lexile Framework?
Scholastic Reading Inventory (SRI) is a reading assessment test for grades 1-12 that assesses students' reading levels and helps teachers adjust instruction according to students' needs, track students' reading growth over time, and match readers to text. Recommended 3X/year.

The SRI tests use the Lexile Framework, a reading measure that matches students to leveled text. The Lexile Framework places both reader and text on the same absolute scale, thereby providing a more accurate match between the two.  

NCE (Normal Curve Equivalent)
NCE reports can be generated to compare a student's rate of progress to the norm based on a national sample. (e.g. A gain of 0, means the student is progressing at pace with the norm. If the number is negative, the student is progressing at a slower rate.)
