· Teach through Controlled Practice/Mastery

· By the end of 8th grade ALL students demonstrate mastery of the Error Monitoring Strategy**  
· Mastery documented by a portfolio of student progress charts & written work

· Error Monitoring Strategy is incorporated into rubric for evaluating written work across all grades
** If the Error Monitoring Strategy is introduced, modeled and used across grades K-6, many students will easily demonstrate mastery in 7th grade so that the focus of instruction in 7th & 8th grades 
can be the Generalization phase of instruction.
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
