[bookmark: _GoBack]The teacher leads students through a collaborative process to complete the device that involves scaffolded questioning and answering with the primary goal of achieving the content learning outcome.

	
The teacher helps students see and understand the underlying thinking processes that are tied to the successful use of the device. Students should become fluent in collaborating with the teacher to identify the thinking processes involved in using of the CE device and learning the content.
	
The teacher helps the student use a CE device to detect, select, apply, and practice strategies related to thinking and literacy that promote extended and self-directed learning. At this stage in the use of the CE, specific activities (i.e., before, during, and after reading/writing) are planned by the teacher and implemented as part of whole group, small group, and individual instruction. Students will use CE devices as tools that point to the strategies related to both higher order thinking and literacy that they will use.
