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So, what is the Strategic Instruction Model® (SIM), and where does it fit in the Content Literacy Continuum® (CLC)? 

SIM® is comprised of the Content Enhancement Routines (CE or CER) and the Learning Strategies (LS). 
· For Level 1 of the CLC, teachers and students use the CER. 
· The Learning Strategies can be used in Levels 2 and 3. 
· Level 4 of the CLC is intended for more intensive programs, such as SRA, Language!, Voyager, Fusion Reading, etc. 
SIM® Learning Strategies are certainly appropriate for students served through Special Education, but students need to be reading at around 4th grade level to be more independent with the demands of the standards. Once they reach 4th grade reading level, they can transition to SIM® Learning Strategies as described in Level 3 of the CLC®. The SIM® Learning Strategies are usually mastered more quickly and are often easier to generalize to the general education classroom as compared to more prescriptive programs. 
Note: Teachers of primary students should talk with a SIM® professional developer to determine which Learning Strategies or Routines would be appropriate for younger students.
